and creative ideas.

2. Let child and youth have opportunities to speak, think, and write by
themselves. Training them to learn about globalization. Give them have
opportunities to do group activities for their communities and assemblies. Let
them have their participation role to manage their schools such as in the line of
student committee and student council.

3. Inculcation and development in the target group in communities
depend on community organizations (house, temple, and school) and local
administration organizations (foundations, associations, public organizations, and
private sector). These organizations should push and create all activities to left
their level of thought and mind to be good persons and can step to develop
communities, social, and country by their strong moral and ethic basis.

4. We should inculcate and develop moral and ethic for family leaders,
institutions, organizations, monks, and community members to realize the
importance of these inculcations in disadvantage group to be learned in
appropriate and right ways.

5. Everyone in society, such as teachers, monks, parents, local
organization leaders, social organizations, community leaders, NGOs,
foundations, and associations should realize to build up-network for moral and
ethic inculcation in child and youth both in school and in disadvantage group to
have public realization and to be good social members in order to be key
persons to develop their communities, societies, and their country by their moral
and ethic basis.
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
