The purpose of this research was to study state and problems of Buddhism-based educational practice in early childhood
institutions in the preschool child care centers in temples under the jurisdiction of the Department of Religious Affairs and in
schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Private Education Commission of Buddhism-based educational practice. The
samples of this research were administrators and preschool teachers under the preschool child care centers in temples, each of 280 ;
and administrators and preschool teachers in schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Private Education Commission each of
17 ; the total of 594 subjects. The research tools were questionnaire, interview and observation forms.

From the research, it was found that :

1. Concerning the preschool child care centers in temples under the jurisdiction of the Department of Religious Affairs :

1) Philosophy and goals were to develop the child based on innately good Buddhist concepts. 2) Educational policy was to prepare
readiness in all areas of body, mind, social, and intelligence. 3) Environmental arrangement concerned the enhancement of moral
and ethics. 4) Personnel preparation considered the teachers who cultivated good character in both moral and ethics to the child.
5) Instructional organization was to emphasize the activities for the child to think wisely, meditate and practice. 6) Implementation
of instructional media considered individual differences. 7) Assesment and evaluation used behavioral-observing method. 8)
Developing relationships with community was to involve community into partnership by inviting monks as resource persons, and
the monks had a role as mediator among home, temple, and school.

Problems found included : Administrators were unable to follow tht; whole philosophy and goals of the institution and its
educational policy, institutions were lack of budget for organizing environment, instructional organization and provision of
instructional media, and lack of resource persons who were knowledgeable and competence ; parents lacked of involvement in
assesment and evaluation, and commuanity were lack of an understanding on Buddhism- based educational practice.

2. Concerning the schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Private Education Commission of Buddhism-based
educational practice : 1) Philosophy and goals were to develop the child both body and mind to be a perfect human.

2) Educational policy was to prepare readiness in all areas of body, mind, social and intelligence. 3) Environmental arrangement
concerned cleanliness, catm and spacious. 4) Personnel preparation considered the teachers with Kalyanamittara.

5) Instructional organization was to emphasize activities for the development of body, speech and mind. 6) Implementation of
instructional media was to develop the child in all areas. 7) Assesment and evaluation used behavioral-observing method, and
discussion. 8) Developing relationships with community was to involve community into partnership by inviting the monks to give a
sermon in schools.

Problems found included : Administrators were unable to follow the whole philosophy and goals of the institution and its
educational policy. Minor problems found included : Institutions were lack of budget for environmental improvement, teacher
were lack of resources for self improvement, unable to apply the Buddhist concepts for daily activities, had not enough necessary
instructional media in arranging activity, were lack of knowledge and understanding in assessment and evaluation, and community

had no time for schools.
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
