The objective of the present independent study was to investigate present status,
problems, and needs for doing classroom action research of the private kindergarten school
teachers in Muang district, Khon Kaen province. The sample was 168 private school
teachers from the target schools. The independent study instrument was a set of
questionnaires comprising of three aspects mentioned earlier. The data were analyzed using
the SPSS/PC’ program to calculate frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The conclusions from the research can be sununarized as follows:

Merely 29.80 percent of the private kindergarten school teachers in this study
conducted classroom action research. Among them only 20.80 percent conducted 1
research and 8.30 percent conducted 2-5 researches. The private kindergarten schools
which those teachers affiliated support them to do research in the moderate level.
Knowledge for doing research and research skills of the teachers have also been shown in
the moderate level. However, most of the teachers considered that they posses the features
of researchers in the high level.

The following problems and cbstacles for doing research have been illustrated in the
high level: data analysis; inadequate of iearning resources for doing research, of supporting
fund, materials, and experts for consultation in doing research.

In regarding the problems and obstacles mentioned above, the following needs for
doing classroom action research of the privatc kindergarten schools in this study are in the
high level: supporting for fund, materials, experts for consultationi, and leaming resources

for investigation.
