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The purpose of the research was to development the reading and writing skill exercises
for Mattayom Suksa 1 students with reading and writing deficiencies, and students’ satisfaction
on reading- and writing skill exercises. The research sample involved eight Mattayom Suksa_t 1
students studied at Longwitthaya School, Phrae Province. The reading and writing skill 'exercisés,
reading and writing test, reading and writir;g tests of units 1-10, behavior-observing from - plan
and questionnaires on students’ satisfaction on reading and writing skill exercises were used as
the main instruments for data collection. The data was subseﬁucntly analyzed using .Mean (i ),
Standard Deviation (S.D.), (t - test), Percentage and 80/80 Standard Criteria. ‘

The findings were concluded as follows: |

1. The results of the development of reading and writing skill exercises.for Mattayom
Suksa 1 students with reading and writing deficiencies were at 85.87 / 89.06

2. The result of reading and writing proficiency of studerts with readirig and writing
deficiencies was higher after using reading and writing skill exercises. - '

3. The students’ satisfaction on reading and writing skill exercises was.at the highest
level.

Regarding the individualized study of this research, it was found that every student with

reading and writing deficiencies had a very good development on both reading and writing skills.
