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The purposes of this research were 1.to develop Humor Style Inventory, and norfn of
Humor Style Inventory and 2.to study humor style of Northern Thai youths.

The research subjects were Northern Thai youths 15-18 years old, the samples were
divided into three groups, the first group, 22 samples, were used for surveying humor behavior.
The second group, 199 samples, were used for testing quality of humor style inventory, the third
group, 843 samples by using multi-stage sampling, were used for developing norm of humor style
inventory. The data were analyzed by using arithmetic mean, sta:idard deviation, l_ncdian,
percentile, ¢-test independent sample, Cronbach’s alpha, Pearson’s product moment correlation
coefficient, The Cochran Q Test and The McNemar Test, The results of this study were found as
follows.

1. Humor Style Inventories consist of 4 styles, reducing situation tension humor style,
funny humor style, reducing self- tension humor style and others-cheapening humor style. There
are 36 items with 4 rating scales. Cronbach’s alpha is .86.

Studying norm of humor style among Northern Thai youths , using 50" percentile, was

found that norms of humor style for reducing situation tension is 22, humor style for funny is 23,
humor style for reducing self- tension is 20, and humor style for others-cheapening is 17.

2. The study found that the two humor styles which have been using more frequently in

the northern Thai youths are humor style for reducing situation tension and humor style for funny.
