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The purposes of this study were to study the use of learmer-centered lesson
plans, and to study the students’ behaviors while leaming of those lesson plans.
The sample was 15 K-2 students, studying in the First Semester of 2002 Academic
Year at Ban Mea—Or—Nai school, affiliated to the Office of Chiang Dao District Primary
Education, Chiang Mai Province. The instruments used in this study were twenty lesson
plans ‘of four units, students’ development evaluation form, and learning behavior
observation form. The collected data were analyzed by descriptive analysis method,
computing frequencies, percentages, arithmetic means, and standard deviations and then were
presented in tables with descriptions. The study revealed that ;

1. Activities in learner-centered lesson plans were designed to allow students to
play major roles in expressing their opinions, respectively participating in each step of
the activities, namely identifying topics of learning, planning of learning activities, looking
for solutions, manipulating the activities and evaluating the learning outcomes. After
completing the instruction, students’ physical, emotional, social and cognitive development
were improved at the level that they were fluently able to do activities on their own.

2. Students learning behaviors were mostly found in sequence; they were
decision-making, opinion-expressing and sharing one’s own ideas with others, problem-
solving, cooperating in searching of knowledge, summarizing knowledge and applying it

to daily Ilife.
