The study of Development of Lesson PlansThrough a Case Study on AIDS
for Prathom Suksa 4 Students was aimed to develop a Life Experience Area lesson
plans through a case study on AIDS and study students’ learning process through a
case study on AIDS. The sample was Prathom Suksa 4 students, studying in 2000
academic year at Nonglom School, affiliated to the Office of Amphoe Muang
Lamphun Primary Education, Lamphun province. Six lesson plans and students’
learning logs were included in the methodology. The developed lesson plans were
used by the researcher herself in collecting data, which then were analyzed by using
constructivist concept and presented in analytic descriptive form.

The study revealed that, in lesson plan development which the activities and
instruction were designed by the teacher, the learners were allowed to play a major
role of knowledge production by manipulating the activities themselves through the
3-step of a case study : searching and studying information’ analyzing information,
and summarizing information. The teacher was the facilitator to activate and

support the students in learning processes. Adjusting under the circumstances, the

lesson plans had to be a flexible guide and convey a variety of authentic
assessments to reflect students’ effective tasks and works.

Participation in leaming activity planning, studying the community’s real
problems and participation in evaluation, interactions to various learning resources
and multiplicity in ways of information summarization provided the students
opportunities to construct their knowledge and process skills. Those were
understanding of AIDS contents and other community’s circumstances,
understanding of AIDS’ affects to the community in terms of physical, social and
cultural aspects, including the villagers’ way of life. In learning, the students’
cognitive and socio-emotional competencies were utilized in doing activities.

The teacher and the students adjusted their behaviors for the collaborative

learning.
