The objective of the research aimed to develop social skills for primary students with autism in
inclusive schools by social stories approach. There were 3 phase of study during November 2008 to September
2009. The first phase was to study problematic social skills using survey research emphasis on teachers in 46
primary school in Khon Kean province. Social skills survey tool was used for data gathering and data were
analyze by frequency and percentage. The second.phase was about social stories development. Action
research was applied. There were 2 cycles 1) general social stories construction. There were 13 participants
consist of teachers who were social story’s expert and autistic parents. 2) specific social stories. Participants
were 5 teachers, and target autistic parents. Tools consist of focus group questions, field note, the social story
checklist, and the appropriate social story checklist. Focus group content analyzed by descriptive content
conclusion. the social story checklist was analyze by co-consider and suggestion, and the appropriate social
story checklist was analyze by index of item object congruence. The third phase was study the results of social
stories usage. It was a single subject design across behaviors ABA model of a high functional autism. Tool
was a time sampling observation sheet. Mean of behaviors occurrence were analyzed.

The results of the study were as follow:

First phase: The problematic social skills of 81 students with autism were revealed that the most
important problem of each minor-skill such as 1) to overtake the queue 2) doing what they are interested in
while having activity to be performed 3) physical force showed off 4) unable to manage boring 5) never look
at someone’s eyes and has no relationship with peers 6)unable to do conjecture play that intimate real behavior
7) unable to perform conjecture play continuously 8)never give anyone who ask for something 9) never
admitted that they were the looser 10) playing alone separate from surrounder.

Second phase: In the first cycles construct general social story it was founded that there were 8
skills that were problematic issue could be use as social stories. Social story comprise 1 directive sentence,
and 2-5 descriptive, perspective and affirmative sentence which should totally not more than 10 sentences.
There were some difficulties with the writing positive sentences on title statement and directive sentence. The
parents can be the best construct social stories. No one else can do as good as the closes parents. General
social stories would be the foundation maker to care on others social story’s maker. In second cycle stories

selected from first cycle were used an improved for target student suitability. Content validity were done by

expert. After improvement, stories were trial by teacher read for target student and were founded that stories
were practical. Parents were interested and would like to use social story, teacher suggested that social story
should be attractive and long lasting.

Third phase: The only one target student read a social story twice a day such as ‘we better do
queuing’ for three weeks ‘walk inrow’ for two weeks and ‘you say it politely’ for two weeks. It was found
that the problematic social skills at baseline, intervention, and after intervention were decreased as follow 1)
overtook the queue to submit were 2.67,0.71, and 0.00 2) jump out the row were 2.10, 0.30, and 0.20 3)
hit a friend were 0.87, 0.10, and 0.00. Conclude that the social story’s researcher constructed could be able to

reduce problematic behaviors of primary students with autism in inclusive schools in Khon Kean province.
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
