2. Before the job wpuld have been staited systematically, the painters did widely study hard many
literatures concerned to the ceremonies such a Pra Rachabithi 12 Duens wrote by Kmg Rama V, Kloenz Pra
Rachabithi Dvadosamas of Prince Maha Mala, including other ancicnt textbooks and royal proclamations
involved all events.

3. Originally, general scholars crceived that the ceremonies depicted at Wat Rachapradit were
the popular tradition in the reign of King Rama V. The discovery of the research confirmed that some
ccremony was agree that acknowledgment, but some ceremony was going to be vanished at that time. by the
forces of western civilization.
