The objectives of this study are as follows: (1) to study the level of participation
of community committee in sub-community development in the Lamphun Municipality and
(2) to study factors those affect the participation.

Primary data were collected from 15 communities about 215 persons or 96
percent of community committee in order to perform this study.

The study found that most of community committee arc female, aged between 41
— 50 years old and married. Their education is below bachelor's degree. Their average
income per month is below 5,000 baht. They were elected only once, and they have
never entered in any training on sub-community development.

The study on the level of participation of community committee in sub-
community development in the Lamphun Municipality is divided into 4 aspects: (1) the
participation in decision-making, (2) the participation in operating, (3) the participation in
sharing benefits, and (4) the participation in evaluting sub-community’s development.

The study found that the level of participation is in medium level. The
participation in decision-making is about (1) to hold meeting on communities’development,
(2) to form methods for reducing communities’problems, (3) to find communities’demands
and then present to the municipality, (4) to make decision on allocating their limited

natural resources to benefit their communities, and (5) to analyze communities’ problems.
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The participation in operating is about (1) to promote culture and harmony in
communities, (2) to create communities and provide their demands, (3) to maintain public
utilities, (4) to administrate activites and co-operate between communities and municipality,
(5) to improve communities administration, (6) to set communities’policies and projects,
(7) to form communities’s laws and regulations, and (8) to donate money or labour for
communities’development.

The participation in sharing benefits from government’s projects is on (1)
village’s fund, (2) training, (3) sightseeing, (4) infrastructures’development, (5) careers’and
studies’ promotion, (6) income increasing by making food, producing communities’s
products, (7) presents receiving , and (8) wage pay receiving.

The participation in evaluation show; in form of (1) expressing opinicns or
complaints on problems, (2) holding public hearings on important projects, (3) evaluating
projects, (4) nominating representatives in buying projects of municipality, and (5)
controling municipality’s administration. However, community committee participates less in
the audit committee to evaluate municipality’s development plans or projects.

The study on factors those affect the level of participation found that a personal
factor, age, and a training factor affect the level of participation in different ways.
Community committee those young and trained tend to contribute much more than those
who are older and untrained. An educational factor does not affect the level of
participation. An income factor affects the level participation in sharing benefits as

community committce with low income getting more benefits.
