This study aimed to examine people’s attitude towards crime caused by drugs and to
explore problems and obstacles of communal participation in preventing the spread of drugs.

The sample of this study was 400 people, namely 1) the community leaders, and 2)
people from 15 Sub-District in Phan District, Chiang Rai Province. Data were collected by
interview and questionnaire method respectively.

The study found that the majority of people had knowledge and understanding in
preventing and solving crime problem in the high level. However, people were confused in some
respects, namely, arresting all drugs sellers would eradicate all amphetamine; and preventing and
solving drugs problem was the duty of merely police.

Additionally, most people in Phan District, Chiang Rai Province participated in crime
prevention relatively in the low level. However, they only participated in the area where they
associated to, for example, following up of the progress of arresting the culprits, warning family
members not to associate with drugs and crime.

Problems and obstacles inducing people not to participate in preventing drugs problem

were education, poverty, lack of leaders and security in life and property.
