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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the water resources
management for agriculture in the Fang river basin, Chiang Mai Province, 2) the
participation of the community in water resources management for agriculture, and
3) problems and obstacles in the water resources management for agriculture.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a closed ended
questionnaire to 368 farmers in the Fang river basin of 3 districts as follows: Fang,
Mae Ai, and Chai Prakan. Statistics used for univariate data analysis involved frequency,
percentage, and mean.

The findings were:

(1) The communities in the Fang river basin participated in the water
resources management for agriculture involving in water source development, water
allocation for agriculture, water source conservation, and water quality improvement.

(2) Problems in the water resources management stemmed from the

government sector, the community, and the environment.
