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ABSTRACT
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The objectives of this research were to study: (1) the related roles and
participation of the community in environmental problem management in the Chiang Mai
municipality areas; and (2) trends and measures of promoting roles of and participation
of the community stakeholders in the environmental problem management in the study
areas.

The population used in this study consisted of the middle class people ana
entrepreneurs living in various communities in the Chiang Mai municipality areas.
A multi-stage cluster and systematic random sampling technique was applied to identify
the samples. The data were collected by the use of a sel of questionnaires, interviewing
format, and focus group discussion items. Then, the data were analysed by the use of
frequency distribution, percentage, and chi-square.

The results of the study were as foliows.

There were a number of activitics related to the roles and participation of the
community in the environmental problem management in the Chiang Mai municipality
areas. Those were a selection of the community members, organizing their meetings,

and mutual solving problems within the communities. However, it was not so clear to
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identify their roles in the environmental problem management within the Chiang Mai
municipality areas.

There were a number of ways for developing the trends and measures to
promote roles and increase participation degree of the community stakeholders in the
environmental problem management within the Chiang Mai municipality areas. Those
were to create a sense of awareness for the community members of the significance
and impacts of environmental problems, provide them with knowledge and
understanding of environmental information and community management roles, and
facilitate the channels of mutual coordination among various concerned agencies. Other
aspects in environmental management should be provided for the community members
to understand those following issues such as the environmental impacts, related
measures, regulations, and rights of the community 1o participate in the environmental
problem solution with decision making and implementation.

The test results of the factors’ relations between the samples' previous living
locations and routine work on the issue of the environmental problem solution within the
Chiang Mai municipality areas indicated some positive relations. Those were that the
relations between the samples’ previous living locations had a statistical significance
with their involvement in problem and impact creation for the communities. Their routine
work had a significant relation with their roles in environmental problem management
within the study areas. While the trend and measures to solve the environmental
problems, their previous living locations and routine work had a statistical significant
relation with trends and measure to promote the communities' roles in the environmental

problem solution within the Chiang Mai municipality areas.
