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The study on “Community Participation in Environmental Management of Ban San Sai
Pattana in Chiang Mai Province” had three objectives 1) to study the participatory steps and
characteristics of community participation in managing the environment of Ban San Sai Pattana
2) to study primary factors which leaded to villagers participation and 3) to examine social
capitals and public sharing in environmental management. The study used qualitative and
quantitative methods.

The result showed that the environmental problems of Ban San Sai Pattana were solid
wastes from households and from villagers’ careers, and flood from changes of land use patterns.
The villagers together with their leaders, therefore, pooled their effort in trying to solve the
environmental problems of the community. The participatory processes were consist of the
partaking in decision making, in acting, and in monitoring. Every phases were coordinated by
leaders, villagers and different social groups within community. However, the environmental
management was the activities at the community level. In consequence of these activities, the
village became more tidy, clean and shady, resulting in villagers had better lives and stayed
amicable.

The significant factors affecting community participation in environmental management
were age, sex, group membership, energetic leadership, and the support from external
organization.

Interestingly, Ban San Sai Pattana was successful in environmental management because
it had various social capitals which were composed of human capital, culture capital as well as

networking organization which all combined together in motivating community participation.
