The objective of this research was to develop social skills for pre - primary students with autism in
inclusive schools by social stories approach. The research was done in 3 phases. Phase 1: Study the
problematic social skills by using survey research methodology. Phase 2: Develop social stories by using
action research with 3 cycles: 1) Preparation for writing social stories . 2) Writing 10 general social stories, 3)
Tailored 3 individual social stories for a subject with high function autism. Phase 3: Study the effect of s;)cial
story usage by using a single subject with multiple baselines across behaviors, A-B-A design.

The research findings found that: Phase 1: For problematic social skills from 53 pre-primary
students with autism, found that the most 10 problematic social skill as behavioral expression including:
1) didn’t wait for, 2) didn’t practice following the regulation of classroom/school, 3) did only what they were
interested in while they had to participate in activities with friends, 4) didn’t ask for permission when they had
to be out of seat, 5) didn’t look at or contact their eyes with the others, 6) didn’t greet the others, 7) didn’t speak
for responding when they had someone speaking with them, 8) didn’t share their toys/articles, 9) picked up the
other person’s belonging without permission, and 10) expressed their fear when they had to participate in
activities with many people. Phase 2: Cycle 1;Preparation for writing social stories, found that 10 problematic
social skills for inclusive classroom of pre-primary students, could be created as 10 social stories. The social
stories consisted of one directive sentence, and 2-5 descriptive and perspective sentences which should totally
not more than 7 sentences. Cycle 2; Writing 10 general social stories , Ten social stories from Cycle 1 were
written which could help as a guideline for developing the other social stories . Cycle 3: Tailor 3 individual
social stories from 10 general social stories for a subject with high function autism. The 3 individual social
stories consist of Story 1: “A” asked for permission  Story 2: “Let’s listen to the tales” and Story 3: When
“A” wanted to play with friends. Phase 3: Study the effect of social story usage by reading 3 social stories
from Cycle 3 in Phase 2 to a subject with high function autism., reading each social story one by one, in every
day, 3 times a day. Reading for 38 days, story 1 for 13 days. story 2 for 15 day and story 3 for 10 days, found
that the problematic social skills during baseline, intervention session, and no intervention session, included the
average values as follows: 1) being out of seat included the average value 8.90, 1.80, and 0.00 respectively 2)

repeatedly speaking in what was being interested, included the average values as 5.74, 1.21, and 0.20

respectively and 3) picking up his friend’s toy without asking for permission, included the average values as
6.30, 1.33, and 0.00. respectively It showed that the social stories developed by the researcher, could be able to

alleviate problematic behaviors of pre-primary student with autism in inclusive classroom.
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
