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This research determined to study about the community's participation in the
conservation of artistic environment. The tool for this survey researh was a set of questionaires
that was given to three target groups of people including; 1) 388 subjects from the community, 2)
90 community leaders and 3) 85 monks. The data was analysed by descriptive statistics including
percentage, mean scores, standard deviations, T-test and F-test.

It was found that there was no difference between the local people, the community
leaders and the monks in the knowledge and information acknowledgement about artistic
environment conservation. For each aspect of participation in artistic environments conservation,
it was found that the local people participated more than the community leaders and the monks.
There was no difference in the co-operation dimension. The community leaders gained more
benefits from participating than the monks and the local people. The monks were more willing,
than the other groups, to participate in artistic environment conservation.

Subjects graduated with a bachelor degree acknowledged more information about
artistic environment conservation than the subject with a diploma degree. The post graduated
subjects had more knowledge about the conservation activities than subject with a bachelor

degree or a diploma. However, it was found that the subjects graduated with a diploma degree

participated in the conservation activities more than the bachelors and higher education groups.
The group with a 4-6 grade elementary school certificate gained more benefit from the activities
than the graduates with a diploma degree.

Subjects who were born in Phayao Province participated in the conservation activities
more than others who were born elsewhere. They have more knowledge about the local history

narrated by their ancestors, therefore, they gave a higher value to the local artistic environment

than the another group did.
