The objective of this study was to develop a social skill for secondary students with autism in
inclusive school by social stories approach. The research was done in 3 phases. Phase 1: Study the problematic
social skills by using survey methodology. Phase 2: Develop social stories by using the process of action
research with 2 cycles: 1) Writing 10 general social stories, and 2) Tailored 3 individual social stories for a
subject with high function autism. Phase 3: Study the effect of social story usage by using a single subject with
multiple baseline across behaviors , A-B-A design.

The findings were as followed.
Phase 1. The problematic social skills of 11 secondary students with autism were revealed that the most 10
problematic social skill as behavioral expression including 1) Be part of groups but not participate while
waiting 2) Spend more or less time in each activity 3) Be sad, when nobody didn’t understand what they need
4) Interrupted speaking when teacher teach 5) Watching classmates playing but not join the group 6) Be alone
in a spare time 7) When others sad, didn’t cheer-up 8) Ignore when classmates asked for help 9) Didn’t intend
to volunteer10) Self-thought interest.
Phase 2. In the first cycle, writing 10 general social stories, ten social stories from phase 1 were written which
could help as a guideline for developing the other social stories. Each social story consisted of one directive
sentence and 2-5 descriptive and perspective sentences context and adding sentence which should totally not
more than 10 sentences. In the second cycle, tailor 3 individual social stories from 10 general social stories for a
subject with high function autism. The 3 individual social stories consist of Story 1: Group collaborating in
science classroom, Story 2: Spinning notebook in science classroom and Story 3: Finger tapping . The stories
should present by PowerPoint which suitable for students’ ages.
Phase 3. Study the effects of social story usage by reading 3 social stories from Cycle 2 in Phase 2 to a subject
with high function autism for 6 weeks; reading each social story one by one, in everyday, 3 times daily and
read each story for 2 weeks. It was found that those problematic social skills during baseline, intervention
session and no intervention session likely to go downward as follows: 1) Stepping out from the group in science
classroom included the average points 3.75, 0 and 0 respectively, 2) Spinning notebook in science classroom

included the average points 3.12, 0.25 and 0.25 respectively. It manifested that social stories developed by

researcher could alleviate problematic behaviors while autistic students attending class. But 3) Finger tapping

included the average points 7.50 and 7.75 which manifested that social story cannot fix false behavior that

caused by self stimulation.
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
