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The purpose in this 1esearch were : to compare preschoolers * creative thinking (fluency,
originality and elaboration) before and after experiencing the project approach , to study creative
thinking behavior of preschoolers ° experiencing the project approach, to study their parents
satisfaction toward preschoolers * creative thinking and o study parents ' opinion toward preschoolers
wciks with experiencing the project approach. The sample was consisted of 42 * preschoolers (5-6 years),
second semaster of the academic year 2001 at Suphan Buri Kindergarten School , Suphan Buri province.

The instruments used for data collection were (1) A guiceline for the project approach , (2)
Torrance thinking creatively with picture figural form A , (3) Parents * satisfaction questionnaires toward
preschoolers ' creative thinking , and {4) Parents ° opinion questionnaires toward preschcolers works
after experiencing the project approach. The statistic used for analysis the data were percentage, mean
(X ), standard deviation (SD) . t-test of dependent and content analysis.

The finding of the research were as follows -

(1) The preschoolers * creative thinking before and after experiencing the project approach was
statistically significant different at the .05 level , after using the project aporoach (X = 6142 SD. =
10.38) was higher than before (X = 49.12 SD. = 11.01),

(2) The fluency of preschoolers * creative thinking was found that they had many ways to solve
their problems, the ability to think and present their works in several ways about the topics and similar
events without any repetition. The originality of preschoolers * creative thinking was found that they
could solve their problems without any Tepetition and with curiosity , enthusiasm and attempt to do their
works in order to be successful. The elaboration of preschoolers * creative thinking was found that they
had an ability to invent, to decorate , to draw pictures from their imagination and to tell the detail
while testing the hypothesis.

(3) Preschoolers parents *  satisfaction toward preschoolers * creative thinking were highly
satisfactory according to the following priority : the originality ; the fluency ; and the elaboration .
Parents * opinion toward preschoolers * works were acceptable according to the following priority : the

originality and the elaboration .
