The purposes of this study were to study (1) the community participation in the
development of Ku Dua beach Mueang district, Ubon Ratchatani Province: (2) the factors
affecting such community participation ; and (3) the alternatives for community participation
in the development of the beach. There were three groups of samples employed in this
study. A simple random sampling technique was applied in this study. Those were five key
informants, 77 local people, who did not work as business owners, and 45 local people who
worked as business owners in the areas. A set of questionnaires was used to collect data.
The data were, then, analyzed using content analysis, frequency distribution, percentage,

arithmetic means and standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows :

1.The community participation in the development of Ku Dua beach were found with
5 components with minimum level as follows:

1.1 Problem identification;

1.2 Planing;

1.3 Cperation;

1.4 Decision making; and

1.5 Monitoring and evaluation.

2. The factors affecting the community participation in the development of Ku
Dua beach consisted of internal and external factors as follow:

2.1 The internal factors consisted of tourism attitudes, benefits gained,
community awareness of degenerating of the tourist attraction; and

2.2 The external factors consisted of the tourism information awareness,
economic motivation, government support, and persuasion made by government, private,
and community leader sectors.

3. The measures for involving the people into the development for tourist attraction
were as follows : co-ordination with government sector, mutual-benefit sharing among
government, community and business sectors. Additionally, there should be an increase of
public relations, publications and an establishment of a specific task force for such

purposes. In case of tourism and include with the committees formally.
