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This research aimed at studying the patterns and the levels of people participation in the
Tambon development project of Samoeng-Nuea subdistrict administration organization, Samoeng
district, Chiang Mai province. The finding of thinking process, decision making, project operation, and
monitoring were also the objectives of this study. In addition, this study was to learn the public
participation impacts from these following factors; personal condition, duration of the stay in this
community, leadership of this community area, attitudes towards the administration of subdistrict
administration Organization and 4 patterns of people participation in Tambon development project. This
study was a quantitative study of which samples consisted mainly of 290 heads of families. Tools used
for data collection was questionnaire. Data was analyzed with SPSS program and presented in form of
mean, median, percentage, standard deviation (S.D.), Kolmogorov-Smirnov-one-sample-test, and chi-
square.

The results showed that most of group samples were male whose age was between 40-59
years old. Their education was in the level of primary and lower than that. They could earn not more
than 5;000 Thai baht per month. The samples living in Samoeng-Nuea subdistrict for 11 years up had
ever served as a community leader in this study area and some samples took this post when this research
was conducting. The respondents had neutral attitudes towards the administration of subdistrict
administration organization and always got involved in religious and cultural activities which were tasks
of Tambon development project.

According to the patterns of people participation in Tambon development project, there were 4
main forms of participation; proposing the new projects which could solve the community problem,
deciding together with Tambon civil society for the activities plan, persuading villagers to participate in
every activities as defined in the Tambon development project, and evaluating and maintaining the
public properties. It was found that all 4 pattemns of people participation were completed in the low
level;

Furthermore, the results of this study presented that personal factors; age, education level,
duration of the stay in the community, and attitude of people towards the administration of subdistrict
administration organization were affected statistically significant to the participation in Tambon

development project.
