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The purposes of this research were to : 1) compare the second grade students’ critical
thinking ability before and after being taught by Yonisomanasikarn approach , and 2) study the
students’ opinions toward Yonisomanasikarn approach. The samples consisted of 45 second grade
students of Kanchanaburi kindergarten school under the jurisdiction of the Office of Kanchanaburi
Education Service Area 1 of the first semester academic year 2006. The instruments employed to
collect data included ; the lessons plans of Yonisomanasikam approach ; a critical thinking ability
test and the questionnaire asking the students’ opinions toward Yonisomanasikarn approach. The
collected data were analyzed by mean , standard deviation , t-test dependent and content analysis.

The findings were as follow :

1) The second grade students’ critical thinking ability before and after being taught
by Yonisomanasikarn approach were found statistically significant different at the level of .05 whereas
the critical thinking ability of second grade students after being taught by Yonisomanasikam
approach were higher than before. Moreover, critical thinking aspects of analysis, synthesis, and
evaluation were found significantly different at the level of .01 whereas the aspect of relation
establishment was found statistically significant different at the level of .05.

2) The second grade students revealed their positive opinions toward the
Yonisomanasikarn approach at the high level of agreement and with the focused on particular
details of the benefit of the teaching approach the second grade students agreed with feasibilities
applying concept to daily life; the leaming activities were interesting and the learning atmosphere
could enhance students’ ﬁeedém in thinking , and enjoying about learning activities
