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ABSTRACT _

The objectives of this research, “People’s Participation in the ]:‘.lecti(-}t.:if6 I.gn?pl?m
Provincial Chief Administrator,” are to study the behavior of people’s participation in the election
of Lamphun Provincial Chief Administrator, and to analyze the factors which affected people to
participate in the direct election of the Provincial Chief Administrator in Lamphun province.

This research was done by collecting data, doing questionnaires from 400 samples of
people who voted for the Lamphun Provincial Chief Administrator. The results are as follows:

1. The basic information of the samples, it was found that most of them are males. A
large percentage of the samples are 41-50 years of age, married and have bachelor’s degree. They
are mostly self-employed and earn about 20,000 baht.

2. The understanding and information about the election of Lamphun Provincial Chief
Administrator, it can be concluded that the samples can answer correctly questions about the
qualifications of the Provincial Chief Administrator’s candidate, the appointment of Provincial
Chief’s secretary and advisers, and making a statement on policy to the Provincial Administrative
Organization’s Council. In addition, the position of Provincial Chief Administrator is retired in
case of imprisonment, death or resignation.

3. It was found that people who participated in the direct election of Lamphun Provincial
Administrative Organization were also acﬁve in politics. Moreover, this research found that there

were problems at almost all steps of the election: the missing names in the list of people who can
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vote, lack of public relations in the election, the strictness of election principles, inconvenience of
the polling centers and lack of campaigning of the candidates.

4. Opinions and suggestions on the election are as follows:

1. The candidates were not well prepared and did not have more policies or an assistance
team for planning on local development and village income support. In addition, the
qualifications of the candidates should be checked, which will prevent mistakes and will not
affect the provincial development.

2. The provincial administrator must have good vision, and govern transparently and
distinctly. Policy should be focused on solving agricultural problems and supporting the
participation of people in the election. The candidates should clearly campaign on their policies.
The election’s committees should give information about the election to people. |

3. The election committees do not have expertise; it leads to a problem with vote buying
and the use of influence in the election. Thus, in the next election, the election’s committees must
check the qualifications of the candidates for electing a good person with good vision to govern at
the local level. The election’s committees should make the people and the candidates understand
about the principles of the election.
