This study was conducted with the following objectives: (1) to study people’s
participation in solving the problem of public land invasion, (2) to explore factors influencing the
participation of people in solving the mentioned problem, and (3) to study the government’s
action process in solving the problem of public land invasion. There were two sample groups for
this study. The first group was 13 government officers involving in the public land invasion, and
the second group was 168 villagers in Sanlomjoy Village. The grand total number of population
and sample group, in conclusion, was 181 people. Then, all collecting data were complied, and
analyzed in the statistic terms which consisted of means, percentage, standard deviation, and chi-
square statistic.

The findings of the study were presented as follows.

(1) In terms of the people’s participation in solving the problem of public land
invasion in Sanlomjoy village, Suthep Sub-districct, Mueang District, Chiang Mai province, it
was found that, people concerned on the problem of public land invasion, and participated in
auditing the action process in solving the problem at the moderate level. Nevertheless, they
participated in the processes of preparation for problem’s solving, and action at the low level.

(2) Age, education level, occupation, income, living duration, resident conditions,
causes of public land invasion, and information about public land use were factors influenced
people to participate in the problem solving of public land invasion.

(3) In order to solve the problem of public land invasion, the govemnment sector
should be in charge of spreading all news about public land, developing government officers to
clearly comprehend and understand in all action regulations. Furthermore, the government sector

should improve some regulations, laws, and strategies to be clearer and more practical.
