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The objective of this research is to study the living patterns and social conditions that result from students’ living in
the Nakhon Pathom urban area. The study is performed through the survey of the present condition in terms of physical , social
and economic aspects as well as the problems that result from being a resident, for further development of students’ living
condition. These advantages can be adopted and used by the private and public sectors as well as the province which has its
role in education. The population of this study is Silapakom’s and Rajabhat Nakhon Pathom’s students, who stay in the university’s
dormitories and private dormitories outside the university. The random sampling method is used for selecting 4 groups of
accommodation. it is used for the data gathering of 400 samples.

The study found that there are more female students than male students aged between 18 -23 years old. They have
achieved average study resutts and fived in the central part which its bordering Nakhon Pathom., !n economic terms , the research finds
that Silapakom University students usually have better financial support than Rajabhat Nékhon Pathom University students.
Furthermore, students, who stay in private dormitories , have better financial support than those who stay in university dormitories.
Accommodation Is physically divided according to the students’ characteristics as foliows : male dormitory, female dormitory,
mixed dommitory and rented house. There is only one female university’s dommitory in the Rajabhat Nakhon Pathom University and it
is not a separated room. In terms of the number of dormitories the research found that most dommitories are female domitory . The
study also found that most dormitories have an area of 16-20 square meters for each room. There are 2 persons /room in private
dormitories and 3 persons /room in university dormitories . The renting rate of the university’s dommitory does not exceed 500 baht/
month .Whereas the renting rate of private dormifories is between 2,001 - 2,600 baht / month. The distance from the dormitory to the
university is 0.5-1.5 kilometers. In terms of dormitory management, the study found that female dormitories require more rules than
others. The study aiso found that the university’s dormitories provide more basic services than private dommitories. However,
private dormitories provide more facilities than the university's dommitories.

In terms of the number of problems found from being a resident , there are more problems in the university's
dormitories than private dormitories. The problems that found in the university’s dormitories and private dormitories are related to the
stealing of property, gambling, drink binges and watching pomographic films. The problems of the university’s dormitories are different.
The problems are that the dormitories are too crowded and the students stay without any pemmission. On the other hand, the private
dormitories problem is that the atmosphere of the dormitory is not suitable for the students to study. However, most problems occurs less in
Rajabhat Nakhon Pathom University dormitories. Moreover , a serious problem that must be taken care of is related to sex and
male and female students living together. These problems are found in private dormitories.

The suggestion for these problems is that the private dommitories should apply more rules that conceming with the
resident students. There should have cxamined of the university's and concemed department’s standard to increase the place for ‘
relaxation. The university should be strong discipline applied to those who break the rules and allow more investment from the
private sector to invest in building dommitories under the university’s regulations. Thus the dommitories will be under the same
management system and standards. A better condition of accommodation should be achieved and maintained. The number of

tenants should be reduced by arranging combined bedrooms in order to lower the rent rate and easier to control .
