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The purposes of the present study were to investigate current situation, problems,
needs and opinion on the uses of information and communication technology (ICT) in
secondary schools in central Vientiane Capital, Lao People’s Democratic Republic.
The population included 1) school administrators and educational supervisors, 2) ICT
teachers 3) ICT specialists and 4) secondary school students from 4 secondary schools in
central Vientiane Capital. All samples were 284. The tool used in the study was
questionnaire divided into 4 types for the group each.

The research were:

The 4 sample groups had used ICT more than 85%. The Problems were limited of
funds, lack of knowledge and ICT books. The needs were funds for ICT, curriculum,
training and ICT books. The opinion of all groups indicated that ICT was very important

to support learning activities to get higher performance.
