This research is a specific case study of Authentic Assessm%n?%r?cgssaat
Bankhon Kaen (Nikomrach Sattakarn) School under the Office of Roi - et
Educational Zone. 1 In the assessment process there were readiness preparation,
Organization of authentic assessment activities, teacher — peer participation, school
Administrator participation, student participation, and parents participation. The study
Was conducted with the target group population that included 22 core leading
Teachers, teacher-peers, school administrator, students, student peers, and parents. The
tnstruments  used included an observation form, an interview form, an a Behavior
record form. These were wused to collect data in the second semester of the
academic year 2003 from 10 December 2003 to 20 January 2004. The data ere
analyzed by the use of descriptive statistics.

The results of this independent case study were as follows. In readiness
Preparation for authentic assessment by core leading teachers as a whole, there
Was readiness in these aspects : personnel, instruments, media accompanying
assessment, workshop, preparation of students for readiness, and portfolios of
Students. For organization of authentic assessment activities, the following were
Found. Teachers informed students of assessment objectives everytime o assess.
Teachers assessed the progress of their students. Personnel were ready to organize
authentic  assessment  activities. Teachers provided opportunities  for students to
present their students works infront of the classroom. Practical performances were
tested. For teacher - peer participation was limites because the teachers peers had
their regular teaching and self-development tasks. For the school admnistrator
participation as a whole, teachers were supported to utilize student portfohios in
supplement to authentic ussessment and they were encouraged to use local available
media. For student-peer participation as a whole, the participation rwas at a high
level such as preparation of places, maintenance of media for durability, and self -
assessment. For student participation as a whole, the participation in authentic
assessment activities was at a high level. However, for parents participation as a

whole these parents limitedly participated in authentic assessment activities.
