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The methodology of this study was a Survey Research, focusing on quantitative
research. Data were analyzed by means of Percentage. The sample of this study were comprised
of 200 Community Leaders, responsible for solving child and youth’s narcotic problems, from 21
communities in Pong Saen Thong Sub-District, Muang District, Lampang Province, namely,
community chairpersons, community vice-chairpersons, public health volunteers of Muang
Kelang Municipality and child and youth’s parents. The study aimed at investigating anti-
narcotic measures; participation in solving narcotic problems of child and youth; and problems
and obstacles of Lampang Community Leaders’ participation in solving narcotic problems of
child and youth.

According to the study, it was found that most community leaders participated in
solving narcotic problems of child and youth in the high level. The majority of them also greatly
agreed to solve narcotic problems of child and youth which resulted in the narcotic suppression
performance during 2003-2006 that there were declining narcotic spread, narcotic sellers and

narcotic addicts.
