The objective of this study were (1) to study the state of parents participation
occurrence (2) to study the needs, problem issues and causes of the parents participation in
present, and (3) to study the guidelines on parents participation promotion in educational
development of Sahasuksa School. This study was both the documentary research and field
research.

The finding were summarized as follows : this school was Chinese school established
in 1917 by the parent community. It showed the beginning and continuing participation. Until
Thai government in the past used the politicai and educational policy-regulation to pressure and
motivate for assimilation Chinese people to Thai people and Chinese schools to Thai schools all
over the country. It was the political reasons toward the nation’s security. Finally, the Thai
government succeeded and the roles and activities of the parents participation were decreased and
ended. But the basic potential of this school’s participation was still there, especially the structural
aspect. Since there was no owner of the school, the school alumni has played the main role in
administration under foundational structure. Later the current Thai government reformed the
country’s education by regulating the National Education Bill in 1999. The participation has been
the important issue to be promoted in this Bill. Therefore, this issue is the strength and
opportunity for school to promote and encourage the parents to build up the teacher—parent
association in 1999. There were various kinds of participation activities such as : caring /
Supervising / training and teaching about student behavior, learning and achievement of student,

health-care of student, giving love and the warmhearted family to student, and teaching morale.
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The important school activities that the parents could participate such as : being the representative
in administrative committee of the school, solving the important problems of school, to attend
parent-teacner meetings regarding school- student issues and activities of the Parent-Teacher
Association. But there were some nonparticipating activities such as : co-determining philosophy,
policy, curriculum, planning and monitoring-evaluation of the school’s education and also some
activities that were not allowed the parents to participate. The important weakness of the parents
was that they did not have time for the activities participation.

The guiding strategies which can lead to the promotion and development of parents
participation of this school are to build stability of the parent community, to establish the
co-learning networks of parent / school alumni / community, to reform educational administration
of school to participating administration system, to promote all level of research and using
information for decision-making, to organize the administration management to be relevant to the
participation from all the school’s sectors, to build proudly / partly and co-owner feeling of the

school, and to maintain the community heritage to the next generation.
