The purposes of this study were 1) to study the parental participation in
promoting morality of the students at Theerakarn Ban-Hong School, Lumphun Province
and 2)to study the problems and models of parental participation in promoting morality
of the students at Theerakarn Ban-Hong School, Lumphun Province. The 155 samples
were purposively selected from parents of the 1-6 Mathayom Suksa. The questionnaire
was used to collect data in the 5 following aspects: discipline, politeness, honesty,
thriftiness and responsibility. The data were analysed by using frequencies and percentage

and tabulated with description.

The results of this study were as follows:
1) Parental participation in promoting morality of the students.
Parents participated highly percentage in the following areas: drug problems,
respect for parents and teacher, use money wisely, care for personal property, and good
behaviour.

2) Problems and models of parental participation in promoting morality of the
students.
2.1) Problems of parental participation in promoting morality of the students.
Most parents hardly encouraged their children to respect to the Thai
national anthem at 8 am. and 6 p.m., to be patient, to use efficiently natural resources,
and to use wisely their leisure time.
2.2) Models of parental participation in promoting morality of the students.
Most  parents suggested to promote their children’s morality such as

to be on time, to be polite, to keep their words, to save up their money, and to share

parents with the housework.
