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The objectives of the study about the involvement of 122 workers in activities
promoting safety of working in a biscuit factory were to determine the factors affecting the
involvement of the workers in the activities promoting the work safety, to find the involvement
levels of the workers in the activities promoting working safety and to determine problems and
solutions to improve the involvement level of the workers in participating in the activities
promoting the working safety.

From the study, the involvement in making decision was rated at the small level and the
involvement in running the activities, evaluating and benefiting from the activities were rated at
moderate level. In addition, the factors affecting the involvement levels were gender, age, marital
status,education levels and work duration at the significant level 0.05.

In term of the opinion about the involvement of the sample group who participated in
the activities promoting safety at work, their opinion was rated at the moderate level and for the
overall relationship between education level, position and work duration, they were statistically
different at the significant level 0.05. This can be generalized that education level, position and
work duration are related with the involvement level of the activities promoting the work safety at
small to moderate level with the multiple correlation coefficient between the determinant and
dependent variable at 0.759. Additionally, the factors which could be the variable fml
determinants were education level, position and work duration; such factors could be used to

predict dependent variables at the significant level 0.05.
