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The purposes of this research were to : 1) study the fundamental data for the development of classroom
action research handbook for elementary school teachers 2) develop the classroom action research handbook 3)
implement the handbook, and 4) evaluate and improve the handbook with regard to aspects of knowiedge and
comprehension, opinions and ability to conduct the classroom action research. The sample consisted of 21 elementary
school teachers, Nachaluay School Cluster, The Office of Ubon Ratchathani Education Region 5. The research design
was the research and development with the one group pretesi-postiest design.

The research instruments used to collect the data were comprised of the handbook of classroom action
research for elementary school teachers, knowledge and comprehension test, questionnaire, and evaluation form,

The obtained data were analyzed by percentage (%), mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test
dependent and content analysis.

The research findings were as follow :

1. The elementary school teachers and the involved persons needed a handbook which included teachers’
self evaluation, direction of the handbook usage, appropriate letters, clear illustrations.

2. The handbook consisted of a preface, objectives, content, direction, concepts and principles of classroom
action research, strategies to analyze the classroom management problems, exploration of learning innovation and
development, classroom action research proposal, data collection and analysis, and research report writing. The
handbook efficience met the criterion of 80.06/84.03

3. The handbook were implemented with 21 elementary school teachers through self — study access, one
assignment of classroom action research and supervision.

4. The teachers knowledge and comprehension scores before and after studying the handbook were
statistically significant different at the level of .05 whereas the scores after studying the handbook were higher than
betore studying the handbook. The handbook was appropriate at a high level, it had precisely explanations of activities,
and could apply to elementary school teachers appropriately. The teachers could be able to conduct the classroom action

resecarch and write the research report.
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
