The puiposes of this rescarch were (1) to investigate the fundamental data towards the development
ol school commitiees handbook (2) 1o develop the school committees handbook (3) o implement the handbook and
() to evaluate and improve the handbook. The sample comprised were 21 school committees of three primary schools
in Sn Prachan Distict, Suphan Burt Province. The research instuments for collecting data were interview forms,
handbook. knowledge and comprehension tests, opinion questionnaires and performance evaluation forms . Percentages,
Mean (:\;). Standurd Deviation (S.D.), t - test dependent and content analysis were employed to analyze the data.

The research findings were as tollow:

1. The school committees and the persons involved suggested that the scope of the school committees
handbook should consist of the suitable alphabet, illustration and appropriate for the users. The content should include
the roles of the committees, and the realization of the school committees participation toward educational activities.
The committees should studied the handbook by themselves, supervision and evaluation were needed after the
implementation of handbook.

2. The handbook on educational pertormance of school committees consists of objectives handbook
guidelines, contents about participation of the people in educational administration, the roles of the school
committees and basic knowledge in the role performance of the school committees and the evaluation form.
The etticiency of the handbook meet the criterion of 86.62/85.00.

3. The school committees handbook was implemented -with 21 school committees through conducting
the conference for direction giving. The school committees studied the handbook by themselves according to time
requirement.

4. The school committees” knowledge and comprehension scores before and alter studying the handbook
were statistically signiticant ditferent at 0.01 level. Alfier studyving the handbook, the commitiees gained more knowledge
and comprehension i their role pertormance than betore studies the handbook. The school committees perceived that
the handbook was suitable in torm, contents and implementation method.  The school committees could pertom

their role at the moderate level.
