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This thesis aims to study and compare changes in living conditions of the khmer people
during Democratic Kampuchea regime in the Eastern, Southwestern and Northwestern Zones,
including the effects, direct and indirect, on the Khmer people of Angkar Loeu’s administration
policies and the conflicts within the party leadership.

The study finds that the living conditions of the Khmer in the Eastern, Southwestern and
Northwestern Zones varied according to time and place. Their living conditions can be devided
into 2 periods: 1975-1976 and 1977-1979. Generally, living conditions during the earlier period
were much better than the latter, since during the latter period, living conditions of the khmer
people were directly affected by several drastic political changes, including the imposition of the
commune system, purges of local cadres and the war with Vietnam. In addition, local conditions in

each area were also varied.
