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The objectives of this study are to examine the methods of a crime scene 
investigation, and problems and obstacles of the investigation, as well as to suggest the 
development in the investigation of the police stations in the Provincial Police Region 8. Two 
hundred and nineteen inquiry officers (Level 1 – Level 3) were included in the questionnaire 
survey. In order to obtain additional data, in-dept interview was conducted with five inquiry 
officers. The descriptive statistics including percentage, mean, standard deviation and         
One Way Analysis of Variance as well as an inferential statistic were applied for data 
analysis.
 The results showed that most of respondents were 41 - 50 year old and graduated 
bachelor’s degree. In addition, their ranks were Police Lieutenant Colonel and they have 
experiences for inquiry position for 11 - 15 years. They also have trained on the crime scene 
investigation courses for 2 – 5 years and their salary and special allowance were 15,001 – 
23,000 baht. It could be found that the crime scene investigation of the police stations in the 
Provincial Police Region 8 in terms of crime scene management and crime scene 
investigation methods were fair practice. The results of hypothesis tests on education, rank, 
trained in crime scene investigation course, salary and special allowance showed that those 
factors were not significantly different in crime scene investigate practice. On the other hand, 
rank, age and experiences in investigation were presented significant different in the practice. 
Most of problems and obstacles of the investigation were insufficient in equipments and 
vehicle, a lack of knowledge and skill, inadequate budget and submit evidence item. For 
development in the crime scene investigation, budget, human resources and annual training 
courses should be more provided. Moreover, procedures of transport and submit evidence 
item should be improve. 
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
