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This legal research title “The Legal Status of Foreign Juridical Persons and
Thailand’s Obligations under Various Trades in Services Agreements” has the
following purposes:

1. To understand the definition of “Foreign Person” under various
international treaties and internal laws of several countries;

2. Te understand Thailand's obligation under Trades in Services
Agreements;

3. To recommend appropriate ways to amend Thailand’s Foreign Business
Act to comply with Thailand’s obligation under Trades in Services Agreements,
taking into account relevant problems and effective implementation.

This research found out that Thailand may amend the definition of “foreign
person” by taking into account relevant factors to the effect that such amendment will
be suitable for Thailand's internal circumstances.

The amendment will have the effect on juridical person, becoming a foreign
person as a result of the amended definition, to apply for a business certificate
license under the Foreign Business Act. However, regardless of such amendment of
the definition, juridical persons of countries having treaties or agreements with
Thailand are still entitled to do business in Thailand without burden since Article 10 of
the Foreign Business Act provides certain exemptions to such juridical person, most

of which are exemptions to the requirement of submission of applications.
