This thesis aims to study the status of the directive principles of fundamental state policies
under the constitution of the kingdom of Thailand (B.E. 2540) The constitution provided that this
principles is a guideline for enactment of law and policy making in public administration but there are

some problems about the status and the sanctions of the principles.

The study found that every constitution has focused on providing the directive principles of
fundamental state policies under the constitution in order to be a goal or guideline in the state’'s
operation proceeded by government and parliament. However, the shortage of sanctions contributed
to the failure in practicing. The constitution of the kingdom of Thailand (B.E. 2540) tried to solve this
problem in order to achieve in using the principles by providing measures and methods for creating
the sanctions for the principles and the political measures to force the government to take
responsibility in providing the directive principles of fundamental state policies. The resolution in
solving problem about limited sanctions and provided other measures to built the performance in
accordance with the directive principles of fundamental state policies which reflect the will of
constitution that required the principles to have the practical judicial sanctions and reflect the status
of the directive principles of fundamental state policies under the constitution of the kingdom of

Thailand.

However, the sanctions as described in the constitution still have some flaws which result in
the failure to carry out its intent, especially, the political sanction. The political sanctions on directive
principles of fundamental state policies were not take place because of the political situation under
the constitution (B.E. 2540). While the judicial sanctions were limited since the most of the cases are
concerning the state policies. Nonetheless, the judicial review of statue legitimacy to the constitution
by mean of reviewing the compliant of statue to fundamental state policies is considered one the
most effective way to bring about the practical judicial sanctions. Even so, the most important means
to compel the government and the parliament to truly oblige and execute the fundamental state
policies is to encourage the people to take part in the process of policy making and the enactment of

law.
