The purpose of the present research was to study the insufficiency and utilization of office
supplies, equipment and buildings available in the schools under Nakomratchasima Provincial Office
of Primary Education, according to the standard of primary school requisites, B.E. 2541 (1998) and the
policy of quality assurance. The sample consisted of 327 primary schools which belonged to 7 school
sizes. The instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire which had been checked for content
validity by experts. In addition, it had been verified for reliability by means of applying Cronbach’s
alpha coefficient and found to have a reliability of 0.95. Collection of data was done during the second
semester of the 2001 academic year, from December 2001 to February 2002. Analysis of the collected
data was done by means of computing frequency and percentage.

The findings :
1. The insufficiency and utilization of school buildings, supporting buildings and other

structures were 38.13% below the standard criterion, and 11.23% of the buildings were not usable.

2. The insufficiency and utilization of supplies and equipment which were used commonly
for every level of education were 60.45% below standard criterion, and 8.36% of them were not usable.

3. The insufficiency and utilization of supplies and equipment in the pre-primary education
level were 60.58% below standard criterion, and 10.9% of them were not usable.

4. The insufficiency and utilization of supplies and equipment in the primary educaﬁon level
were 30.08% below standard criterion, and 8.81% of them were not usable.

5. The insufficiency and utilization of supplies and equipment in the lower secondary
education level were classified as supplies and equipment for classroom use, for individual subject use
and foe occupational training use. The supplies and equipment for classroom use were 25.46% below
standard criterion, and 7.41% were not usable; for individual subject use, 48.6% were below standard
criterion, and 19.3% were not usable; for occupational training use, 61.03% were below standard
criterion and 4.6% were not usable.

6. The insufficiency and utilization of buildings, supplies and equipment. as a whole, were
51.69% below standard criterion. The small-sized schools faced greater problem of insufficiency than

the larger schools and 9.22% of their supplies and equipment were not usable.
