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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the present research was to study of the seeds of educational
participation in Nakhon Khon kaen Municipality. The population used in the study was
consisted of members of basic-education school board and the people in the same area as the
board members, totaling 165 persons. Another group of sample, selected through a random
sampling, was consisted of 544 persons. The tools used for data collection included a
questionnaire and an interview form. The data collected were analyzed by means of computing
percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation. The findings were then presented in a
descriptive form.

The findings:

The wish of the basic-education school board members and the people in the large and
small communities to participate in the organization of education was at a "high” level in six
areas, arranged in the order of significance, which included: 1) student attuirs, 2) school-
community relations, 3) personnel affairs, 4) academic affairs, 5) building and ground and 6)
financial and material procurement affairs.

The basic-education school board members’ wish to take pait in the organization of
education, as a whole, was at a "high” level. However, when each aspect of their wish was
scrutinized individually, it was found that there were three areas in which they wanted to
participate in the most. The tirst area concemed student affairs in which they recommended
viting local experts from various occupations to come to teach the swdents their expertise and
way of life. They also opined that the schools should offer service to all the children in their
service precinet so that they all can attend school.. They wanted to support a tree lunch program
for the poor and underprivileged students.  Secondly, they wished to participate in the school-
community relations  affairs which they can offer their advice in the planning for the
development of cordial relationship between the school and community, They also offered their
advice on the matter of doing public relations to foster mutual understanding between the school
and the students, the parents and community. They also suggested that the school do a survey
of current situation, problems and community needs so that data obtained from the survey could
serve the purpose of planning and developing the people and the community. Thirdly, they
wanted to support the school personnel to progress in their career and to be proud of their
profession. They expressed their support for the teachers who hold fast to professional ethics

and morality. Theyv wanted the teachers to be a role model for the community. They were also

in tavor of the idea for the development of school personnel w keep abreast of modem
echnology and scholarly works.

The people from small communitics, as a whole, also wished 1o participaie in the
organization of education at a "high” level.

Secondly, they wished to
take part in encouraging school personnel to hold fast to profession ethics and morality so that
they can be a role model for the community. They were also in favor of the idea for the
development of school personnel so that they can keep abreast of modemn technology and
scholarly works. They were also in favor of the idea of providing fringe benefits for the school
personnel in order to boost their morale. Thirdly, they wished to take part in giving advice to
the schools as regards the maitter of good relationship between the schools and the students, the
parents and the community. They wished to give advice to the schools in the planning for
making the schools an academic leaming resources center. They also wished to give advice to
the schools in the matter of planning for fostering good relationship between the schools and the
community.

The people from large communitics, as a whole, wished to participate in the
orgamzation of education at a "moderate” level. However, when each aspect of their wish was
scrutinized individually, it was found that there were 3 areas they wanted to participate in the
most.  The first area was about student affairs tor which they otfered their support for a tree
lunch program for poor and underprivileged children. They opined that the schools should offer
service to all the children -in their service precinct so that they all can attend school.  They
recommended that the schools should organize various extra~curicular activities to meet the
children’s aptitude. interest and potential.  They also opined that the schools should invite local
experts from various occupations to teach the students their expertise and way ot fite.  The
second area concerned school personnel aftairs m which they wished 1o encourage them 1o hold
fast to their professional ethics and morality so that they can be a role model o the community.
They were also in favor of the idea for the development of school personnel so that they can
keep abreast of modern technology and ~scholarly works.  They expressed their support for the
teachers to progress in their career and be proud of their profession. The third arca concemed
school-community relations in which the people wished to help bridge the gap between the
school and students, parents and community.  They also wished o give advice in the planning
to foster mutual understanding between the school and the community. and in the planning to

make the school an academic learning resources for the community.
