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The main purpose of this descriptive research was to study fall prevention behavior among
elder patients seeking treatment at female trauma ward of Pramongkutklao Hospital. The sample
were 70 in patients seeking treatment at female trauma ward of Pramongkutklao Hospital, obtained
by accidental sampling method, aged higher than 60 years and capable to answer the questionnaire.
The instrument used for data collection was questionnaire. The statistics used for data analysis

were Percentage, Mean , %’ — test and Pearson 's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.

The study results revealed that: The correlation between age, education, marital status,
occupation, history of fall and relationship in a family had no significant correlation. While a
cause of fall had statistically significant correlation with fall prevention related behavior of
patients seeking care at a level of .05. The knowledge of fall prevention and related behaviors
regarding fall prevention had statistically significant correlation at a level of .05. The factors
namely health related belief of the elderly such as the knowledge of risk of fall, the perception
of severity of fall, the perception of value of fall protection, the perception of difficulty in fall

protection and the motivation of fall protection had significant correlation at a level of .05.
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
