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The purpose of this research was to study the relationship between health problems and
needs of families, and their well-being. Using systematic random sampling, 432 families residing
in Pang Dang sub-district, Dong Luang District, Mukdahan Province were selected. The
household heads or family representatives were the ones who completed the survey. The survey
consisted of four parts : 1) Demographic data, 2) Problems and needs of family health, 3)
Assessment on the factors related to people’s wéll-being, and 4) Assessment on individual,
family and community happiness. Data was analyzed using SPSS for Windows in terms of
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. Pearson's Product Moment correlation test
was used to assess the relationship between problems and needs for family health, and well-being.

Results showed that the well-being of families regarding natural resources and
environment was high (A_’ =7.07, S.D. = 0.078) while economic well-being (A_’ =6.58,S.D. =
0.080), healthcare well-being (X = 6.67, S.D. = 0.071), and social and cultural well-being (X =
6.91, 8.D. = 0.079) were found to be at a moderate level. Regarding the relationship between
health problems and needs of families, and their well-being, it was found no statistically
significant relationship, at a level of 0.31. However, the study found significant negative

relationship between problems and economic need at a level of 0.01.
