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The objective of this research, which employed qualitative approach, was to
analyze the victimization of women in newspaper and their survivals by studying
how victimized women were presented in newspapers which reflected social accusation
towards women. This research also made the victimized women coming to voices by

showing their self — definitions of news and the impacts upon them.

The content analysis and in - depth interview of 4 women victims of sexusl
violence revealed the traditional style of news namative, including , 1. event base
2. background base ( both on events and victims ) 3. consequences of events 4.social
reactions on events, and 5. emphasis on social value and biased meaning in reporting.
These narrative forms constructed news beyond facts and, in tum , ieproduced myth

and dominant ideology,especially patriarchal ideology.

The definitions and criticisms of news given by the victimized women were
different from those reported. Since the victims defined events from their experiences
while the latter defined events from dominant ideology. The 4 victims had long term
struggle in over coming their trauma and oppression which were the consequences of
news. However, their strengths and efforts to empower and transformed themselves

from victim to survivor led them conquered and survived in the society.
