Abstract
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Research Integration Project the Sufficiency Economy into Action of Sufficiency
Community Network Case Study Iower Northern Area of Thailand, used behavioral science and
social science research methodology of various types, namely, documentary study, quantitative
research, and qualitative research. The objectives of the study were: 1) to develop indicators for
measuring sufficiency economy communities and surveying the contexts of such communities and
of the implementation of sufficiency economy in them through a case study in the Lower Northern
Region; 2) to study the sufficiency economy implementation process and the results achieved by
community networks through a case study in the Lower Northern Region; and 3) to study the
integration of sufficiency economy implementation and the results achieved by community
networks which used community of practice through a case study in the Lower Northern Region.
The target group and the target area in data collection were communities following the sufficiency
economy philosophy in the nine provinces of the Lower Northern Region: Uttaradit, Phetchabun,
Tak, Sukhothai, Kamphaeng Phet, Phitsanulok, Phichit, Nakhon Sawan, and Uthai Thani.
The data collecting procedure was as follows: 1) the accuracy and practicality of the indicators
developed were tested in these communities and the contexts of the communities were surveyed;
2) the processes by which the philosophy was implemented and the results of implementation
were studied in the field by organizing group seminars to share ideas and experience;
3) the integration of the implementation of sufficiency economy and the results achieved by
community networks which employed community of practice were studied in the field. The data
were analyzed by writing a descriptive summary focusing on how the sufficiency economy

philosophy was put into practice.
It was found that 1) the indicators developed consisted of 12 in the realm of knowledge;
13 in the realm of morality; 12 in the realm of sufficiency; in the realm of adequacy, there were
nine indicators in the economic dimension and two indicators in the social dimension; in the realm
of reasoning, there were 12 indicators in the social dimension, in the realm of building good
resistance, there were seven indicators in the economy dimension and nine indicators in the social
dimension. The implementation of sufficiency cconomics in sufficiency economy communities

and the approaches taken in implementation such as the principles, ways of thinking, operations
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did not differ significantly, for the majority of the communities followed similar approaches
to implementation, i.e., the sufficiency economy philosophy was adapted to actual practice in the
operations of communities whose members were interdependent 2) both the social
and the economic dimensions of the sufficiency economy implementation process and the results
achieved by community networks created a learning process involving seeking knowledge from
sources both within and outside the community, communicating knowledge through public forums
in order to disseminate knowledge of putting the sufficiency economy philosophy into practice in
such a way that it would be seen as a model leading community members to change the way they
lead their lives through adhering to the principles of sufficiency economy, motivating members of
the community to follow the principles of sufficiency economy, and carrying out projects based on
the sufficiency economy philosophy successfully so that the community is recognized as
self-sufficient. The knowledge the community accrued in this process was exchanged with that of
other communities and adapted by each as suitable to its context. 3) The findings on the social
dimension and economic dimension of the integration of sufficiency economy implementation and
the operational results of the community networks through community of practice were similar;
communities shared their knowledge and studied the principles, methods, and processes in each
community’s projects. They adapted this knowledge and applied it to the projects in their own
communities based on the concepts of adequacy, reasoning, building good resistance. They used
knowledge and morality in managing the projects and then transferred and disseminated the results

to other communities.
