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The purpose of this research is to study the images and the attitudes of the Officer
relatives toward the Correctional officers. The population selected for this actual research arc
the offenders’ relatives whom had been coming to visit at the “Central Correctional for Young
offenders”. The number of population can not be fixed in particular way. There were 385
population resulted from the formulaic calculation the instrument using for collecting data are
Randomly Sampled by means of qucstionnaires, fonnulaic-programme analysis and the data

were statistically analyzed by percentages and Cross-tabulation.

According to the research, 34.5 percents of visitors werc over 33 years old. 33.0
percents were educated in secondary school. 24.7 percents have been in the jobs of general
emplosyment term. The regularity percentages of visiting which taken less than twice per week
ranking 63.6 percents and most of them have lived in Bangkok the capital. 64.4 percents of
visitors gaincd much information about the Correctional Institution, 42.2 percents had positively
attitudes toward Correctional Officers, 40.0 percents of those who had a good understanding
about correctional regulations would have positively attitudes toward the Correctional Officers

as well.
