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ABSTRACT
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The purpose of this research were 1) to develop the foundation of teachers’
knowledge and understanding and model for developing the teachers’ performance both
theory and practice regarding to learning organization by using Learning Innovation
Integrated with Sufficiency Economy, Moral and Fundamental Thai Values. 2) To explore
the teachers’ opinion toward workshop. The target group consisted of 26 teachers, teaching
science learning substance, Social studies and Career and technology in 4-6 grade from 10
schools, and 4-6 grade students from 10 schools, total of 811 students in primary school
level under The Office of Kalasin Educational Service Area 1, Khon Kean Educational
Service Area 1 and 4.

Survey research, gathering both of quantitative and qualitative data, was employed
in this study. The research instruments were 1) The assessment of teachers’ understanding,
2) The teachers’ opinionnaire toward workshop 3) Interviewing Form regarding the
workshop. Data were collected and analyzed. Descriptive statistics means and standard
deviations were used to analyze the teachers’ understanding. Analytical description and
interpretation was used to analyze the teachers’ opinion and interview. The research
findings found that:

1. The teachers’ understanding of the learning organization by using learning
innovation integrated with Sufficiency Economy, Moral and Fundamental Thai Values.

It was shown good level, average score (Mean) =18.03 and S.D. = 1.70.

2. The Model for developing the teachers’ performance both theory and practice
regarding to learning organization by using learning innovation integrated with Sufficiency .
Economy, Moral and Fundamental Thai Values consisted of 3 crucial elements;
1) Construction of fundamental concept, 2) Building of experiences, and 3) Making of

confidence
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3. Teachers’ opinions toward workshop on the learning organization by using
Learning Innovation Integrated with Sufficiency Economy, Moral and Fundamental Thai
Values can be summarized as following: 1) the teachers’ opinions showed that they
understood the method of leaming organization by using Learning Innovation Integrated
with Sufficiency Economy, Moral and Fundamental Thai Values including utilization of the
innovation.

They have confidence to utilize it in their actual classroom. Otherwise, they can
apply this method and innovation to another learning situation. It helps the learners to
construct their knowledge, develop the desired characteristics such as, moral, thinking and

fundamental thai values.
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
