This research aimed to study social adjustment behaviors of
Mattayomsuksa | students at Demonstration School of Ramkhamhaeng
University by 1) studying their social behaviors and adjustment toward
teachers, peers and other people in general and 2) comparing social
adjustment behaviors in different groups of students, classified by gender,
birth order, parents’ marital status, parents’ occupation, income of family
and family types. The study samples were 405 Mattayomsuksa 1 students
(equivalent to seventh graders) who were studying in the second semester
of academic year 2552 B.E. at Demonstration School of Ramkhamhaeng
University. The research tool was a set of questionnaire on how the students
adjust socially to their teachers, friends/classmates and other people in
general. The instrument with the total validity value of 0.92. Key parameters
included percentile, mean and standard deviation. Statistics involved were

t-test and F-test.

Results 24309

1. The Mattayomsuksa 1 students showed a medium level of social
adjustment toward teachers, peers and other people.

2. The results of comparative studies between different groups of
students are as followings: |

2.1 Male and female students displayed different levels of social
adjustment behaviors toward teachers, peers and other people (p=.05).

2.2 There was no difference in social adjustment behaviors between
students whose parents’ marital status, family incomes and family type were
different.

2.3 Parents’ occupation affected students’ social adjustment
differently. The students whose parents were employees in private sector
showed a significantly higher social adjustment skills toward other people in
general than those whose parents were government officers (p=.05). However,

the social adjustment behaviors toward teachers and peers between these two

groups of students were not different.
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
