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In this thesis, the researcher investigates the relationships between
developmental assets, expressions of self-identity and the adversity quotients
of selected vocational education students.
The sample population consisted of 100 students enrolled at the Saowabha
Vocational College at the vocational certificate level.
Research instruments consisted of a questionnaire eliciting data concerning
developmental assets and expressions of self-identity and a questionnaire

designed to aid in the determination of the adversity quotients of the students.
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Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the data collected were analyzed
in terms of percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The ¢ test technique and
Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient method were utilized in
determining relationships between the developmental assets, the expressions
of self-identity and the adversity quotients of the students under examination.

Findings are as follows:

1. The students under study exhibited developmental assets at a middle
level (X L=l.88), expressions of self-identitil at a high level (X =3.77), and
adversity quotients at a high level (X = 3.58).

2. The students under study who differed in developmental aséets
exhibited parallel differences in respect to expressions of self-identity at the
statistically significant level of .05. The students under study who displayed
high levels of developmental assets evinced higher levels of expressions of
self-identity than those with low developmental assets. |

3. The students under study who differed in developmental assets failed
to display corresponding differences in adversity quotients.

4. The developmental assets of the students under study were determined |
to be positively correlated with expressions of self—identjty (r=.47) at the
statistically significant level of .01.

5. However, the researcher also found that there were no correlations
between the developmental assets of the students under study and corresponding

adversity quotient levels (» = .04).
