The purposes of this resecarch were to evaluate the following aspects of the
Master of Arts Program in Home Economics for Community Development: 1) the
appropriateness of objectives, structure, and content of the curriculum; 2)
curriculum input regarding instructors, students, textbooks, and supporting facilities;
3) process of instruction; and 4) graduates quality. The study was conducted by
using applied Context, Input, Process, and Product Evaluation Model (The CIPP
Model). The population of the study whom evaluated the curriculum were consisted
of five Home Economics specialists, 10 instructors, 30 graduate students, 12
graduates, and 31 employers of the students and graduates. Data were collected
from focus group discussion by specialists and
instructors. Data from the other groups of population were collected using
questionnaires with reliability of .7630, .8326 and .8907 respectively. Analyses of
data were done using percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard deviation.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Curriculum objectives, structures, and contents were appropriate at a high
level.

2. Curriculum input regarding instructors, students, and supporting facilities were
appropriate at a high level.

3. Process regarding lesson planning, teaching methods and techniques, and
measurement and evaluation were appropriate at a high level.

4. Graduates are highly qualified, generally and professionally.
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
