This research was a qualitative research based on Ethnomusicological research technique.
The thesis aimed to study Mr.Srikui Pansaeng’s biography, works, and knowledge of making

instruments of Northern Thailand.

The major findings were: Mr.Srikui Pansaeng born in August 31, 1931 at Ban Luai,
Maung District, Lampoon Province. His father named Inkam Pansaeng who worked for Prince
Jaklcham Khajonsak of Lampoon and Waenkam Pansaeng was his mother. Mr. Srikui’s
craftsmanship was transmitted from his father as well as teaching himself during working at
Lampoon Hospital, and then he used his accumulative experiences for instrument making. He
tools to be used were made by Srikui himself. At beginning stage his work based on trial and
error and was developed up to skillful craftsman until his productions were accepted by
musicians of Lanna. Srikui also taught himself until being a skilled musician, be able to read
and write music and transmitted his musical knowledge for school children as well as for people
- at his resident. Because of his works and knowledge, he was established as the “out standing
artist” branched in musical performing art (instruments maker) from National Cultural

Committee in 2001.

Srikui was able to produce all kind of instruments, but salaw (fiddle) and soung (lute)
were the most popular. He made all single parts of these two kind of instruments by himself by

using local materials and tuned his instruments in Lanna style’s seven pitches system.
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
