In this thesis, the researcher investigates (1) the condition of problems
in the operations of the Agriculture for Lunches Project by reference to the
opinions of school administrators and teachers participating in the Agriculture
for Lunches Project at the Border Patrol Police School under the supervision
of the Border Patrol Police in Region 12. The researcher also studies (2) the
levels of satisfaction evinced by students vis-a-vis the operations of the project
under study. Finally, the researcher compares (3) the levels of satisfaction of
these students with the operations of the project under study as classified by

demographical characteristics.

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The sample population consisted of 60 school administrators and teachers
participating in the project under study. In addition, the student sample population
consisted of 290 Prathom Sueksa Four to Six students enrolled in the academic
year 2010, the number of members being selected on the basis of an
extrapolation from the Taro Yamane table. The instruments of research were
two questionnaires. The first one was administered to school administrators
and teachers participating in the project and was couched at the reliability level
of 0.985. The second one was administered to the students under investigation
and was couched at the reliability level of 0.899.

Using techniques of descriptive statistics, the data collected were analyzed
in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The independent
t-test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) techniques were additionally
employed by the researcher. Scheffé’s method of multiple comparison was
used in cases in which differences were found at the statistically significant
level of .05.

Findings are as follows:

1. Overall, the conditions of problems in the operation of the project
under study according to the opinions of the school administrators and teachers
participating in the project were found to be at a moderate level.

2. The students under study evinced satisfaction at a high level with the
operations of the project under study in an overall picture and in the aspects of
food and services and physical plant and buildings. The aspects of integration
of instruction and study activities with the project under study and utensils

and equipment elicited a level of satisfaction at the highest level.

3. The students under study who were at the Prathom Sueksa Four level
exhibited more satisfaction than their counterparts at the Prathom Sueksa Six
level. The students under study whose parental level of education was that of
Prathom Sueksa Six or lower exhibited greater satisfaction than those whose
parents were educated at the Matthayom Sueksa level or at a higher level than
those who were holders of a bachelor’s degree. The students under study whose
parents followed agriculture as an occupation evinced greater satisfaction than
those whose parents followed other occupations. No differences were found in

respect to the other aspects.
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
