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The objectives of this research were: 1) to develop The Integrated Local Learning Substance “Srithat
Community and Sufficient Economy” for Prathomsueksa 6 Students at Anubansrithat School, 2) to study
desirable characteristic based on sufficient economy philosophy by using learning activity from the integrated
learning management plan “Srithat Community and Sufficient Economy” of Prathomsueksa 6 Students at
Anubansrithat School, Udonthani Province, and 3) to study learning achievement of students based on The
Integrated Local Learning Substance “Srithat Community and Sufficient Economy™.

The samples were 35 Prathomsuksa 6/1 Students during the first semester of 2008 school year. The
instruments included: 1) The Behavioral Observation Form of desirable characteristic based on sufficient
economy philosophy, and 2) The Learning Achievement Test. Data were analyzed by calculating the Mean and
Percentage. The findings were concluded as follows:

1. For the findings for developing the Integrated Local Learning Substance “Srithat Community and
Sufficient Economy” for Prathomsueksa 6 Students at Anubansrithat Séhool, U..onthani Provinge, it included:
1) the standard analysis of class level of Social Studies, Religion, and Culture, 2) the analysis of expected
learning achievement and annual Learning Substance, 3) the synthesis of course description for determining
course description, concept map, Learning Substance Title, and class schedule, 4) the learning activity design,
5) the media/learning source management, measurement and evaluation, and 6) organization of the learning
management plan with following steps: 1) Introduction, 2) Teaching, 3) Conclusion, 4) Measurement and
Evaluation.

2. For the findings of desirable characteristic based on sufficient economy Philosophy “Srithat
Community and Sufficient Economy” of Prathomsueksa 6 Students at Anubansrithat School, Udonthani
Province, found that 88.57% of students obtaining desirable characteristic based on sufficient economy
philosophy for 83.11% as the specified criterion 80/70.

3. For the findings of students’ learning achievement resulting from learning the integrated learning
activity from the Integrated Local Learning Substance “Community and Sufficient Economy”, found that

85.71% of students obtaining learning achievement for 85.00% as specified criterion 80/70.
